CHARLES HALEY TO BE INDUCTED INTO 
THE EDWARD J. DeBARTOLO, SR.
SAN FRANCISCO 49ERS HALL OF FAME
 
The San Francisco 49ers and the York family today announced that Charles Haley will be the 26th inductee into the Edward J. DeBartolo, Sr. San Francisco 49ers Hall of Fame. It is a fitting time for this announcement as Haley, one of the greatest draft picks in franchise history, will be on hand later this week in Chicago to announce the 49ers second round pick of the NFL Draft.

Haley will be recognized for his outstanding achievements and contributions to the 49ers organization during halftime of the 49ers 2015 season-opener on ESPN’s Monday Night Football against the Minnesota Vikings on September 14 at Levi’s® Stadium. 

Haley will be made available to media on a conference call today to discuss his induction at 11:00 a.m. PT.

“Charles was a player whose mere presence on the field could change the game and his accomplishments speak loudly for themselves,” said 49ers Chief Executive Officer Jed York. “We are so proud to induct Charles into the 49ers Hall of Fame and for him to take his rightful place among the other greats in our team’s history. We look forward to joining with our fans to celebrate his career during our season opener against the Vikings on national television. Charles is certainly no stranger to big moments on Monday Night Football.” 

“I’m so pleased and so thankful that the 49ers deemed me worthy to put in their Hall of Fame,” said Haley. “When you go down to the museum in the stadium, you get to see those guys in their bronze statues, oh my goodness. I had goose bumps. I hoped that one day I would have an opportunity to be a part of that group. I don’t know how to express my excitement.”
A member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame Class of 2015, Haley is the only player in NFL history to have won five Super Bowl Championships (XXIII, XXIV, XXVII, XXVIII, XXX). Originally drafted by the 49ers in the fourth round (96th overall) of the 1986 NFL Draft from James Madison University, he played two stints for the 49ers, re-joining the team in the 1998 postseason following five seasons with the Dallas Cowboys. He appeared in a total of 106 regular season games (63 starts) with San Francisco.

[bookmark: _GoBack]During his 12-year NFL career, Haley was a five-time Pro-Bowler (1988, 1990-91, 1994-95), two-time First-Team All-Pro (1991, 1994) and was twice named NFC Defensive Player of the Year (1990, 1994). He finished with 100.5 career sacks, registering 10-or-more sacks six times during his career. He also either led or shared the team lead for sacks in each season he played for San Francisco, including 12 sacks as a rookie and a career-high and NFC-leading 16 sacks in 1990. His 66.5 sacks as a 49er rank second in franchise history, he holds the Super Bowl record with 4.5 sacks and his 11 postseason sacks rank tied for fifth in NFL history.
